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Academic and Industry Partnerships as key elements of excellence and success in advanced technology programs

Abstract:

Collaborative agreements between Universities, Government and Industry are becoming a key element in successful education, particularly at a graduate level.  Skills certification and acceptance by Industry Leaders has also become a standard of reliability and quality for numerous important industrial and governmental entities.   Developing successful relationships has become thus a very important aspect of curriculum development and programs actualization.  Universidad Del Turabo has been particularly successful in developing such alliances with both sectors, Industry and Government.  Through our collaboration agreements with AVAYA Corp. the U.T. has become the second recognized provider of training for Anaya’s certification programs and through an advantageous acquisition partnership the Graduate program in Telecommunications is kept current and applicable.  Through grants approved by the Puerto Rico Industrial Development Corporation the School of Engineering has developed the Graduate Certificate in Network Security; high level, skills oriented training for Network Professionals.  The University has also developed partnerships with Hewlett Packard and other Industry leaders to provide education to those interested in passing their certification exams.  These programs are being moved to a Distance Education environment which will make them available to all in the Caribbean and Latin American Region eventually.  This presentation will concentrate on the importance of developing these alliances and will outline the topics covered in both the graduate and certification programs.  
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
