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The Southeast Alliance for Graduate Education and the Professoriate-LACCEI Connection

Abstract:

The University of Florida has been awarded a $6.9 million grant from the National Science Foundation to lead a coalition of universities and colleges throughout the Southeast as part of a program to increase the number of domestic students earning doctorates in science, engineering and mathematics. The Southeast Alliance for Graduate Education and Professoriate program will target groups underrepresented in these fields, with the long-term goal of increasing the diversity of STEM faculty. 
UF serves as the lead institution, along with two primary partners, Clemson University and the University of South Carolina. Together, they offer doctoral degrees in more than 50 technical fields.  Secondary partners include 22 additional institutions through partnerships with the Florida-Georgia and South Carolina Louis B. Stokes AMP Programs, as well as the University of the Virgin Islands.  

As global experience is crucial for tomorrow’s research leaders, a key feature of SEAGEP is the partnership with LACCEI to provide opportunities for U.S. students to participate in research internships at any LACCEI Institution as well as to foster international faculty research interactions.   SEAGEP will also work with LACCEI Institutions to identify mechanisms to provide International students similar internship opportunities. 
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
