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ABSTRACT

The students of the Civil Engineering department completed a two-semester Senior Design project on the development of a new “Green Building” for the College of Engineering and Computer Science at Florida Atlantic University. There were six different groups each proposing a different design. The projects involved site selection, transportation and parking issues, drainage and waste recycling, energy efficiency, building design, aesthetics, and related environmentally-friendly features. This paper will discuss critically the student’s innovative approaches and their maturity on handling comprehensive design projects.
